Due:  December 10th

Requirements:  a) Papers should be five or six double-spaced pages, with 10 – 12 pt font and reasonable margins.  b) Longer quotations should be single-spaced and indented.  c) Late papers will be docked a letter grade for every week they are overdue.

Please address one of the following questions as clearly, concretely, and completely as possible:

1) Artists today frequently re-work already existing images rather than producing images of their own ex nihilo.  A) Identify an artwork produced in this way.  B) How does Derrida’s essay, “Signature Event Context,” help to explain how it works (i.e., means what it does) by citing from an already existing chain of signifiers?  C) In the process, be sure to explain the central argument in Derrida’s essay.

2) In his analysis of the relationship between knowledge, power, and sexuality, Foucault argues against the “repression hypothesis” central to psychoanalysis.  What is the repression hypothesis?  How does it explain the dynamics between knowledge, power, and sexuality in psychoanalysis (therapy) and its theory of neurosis? What is Foucault’s argument against it?  Please be sure to explain Foucault’s argument thoroughly and concretely.
